Football contest: 
 

¶ Teams will be made from up to 7 persons, 5 players and 2 substitutes who are optional. Both men and women teams 

are accepted. You can find a team subscription form at http://www.ufembs.com.ar or if you are willing to team up 

with other players from around the world, please fill the corresponding form at the same website. Those who have no 

team, will be grouped according to the number of persons in the waiting list. Due to space availability, VACANTS ARE 

LIMITED and a confirmation email will be sent to those players who entered the contest. 

 

¶ Players must bring their own sports apparel, such as shorts, tee shirt and shoes. 

 

¶ Matches will last 15 minutes. Penalty kicks might be added if necessary 

 

¶ The format of the contest is similar to the world cup: in the first phase, teams will be grouped and play in zones. The 

winners of each zone will now play between them. The proccess now is by direct elimination. 

 

¶ In the zones phase, each team will receive 1 (one point) for tyeing, 0 (zero) for loosing and 3 (three) for winning. In 

case of a tie in the elimination phase, each team will shot 3 (three) penalties to decide the winner.  

 

¶ No violence will be tolerated and will be punished with expulsion and immediate disqualification of the involved 

ones. The referee will have the decision at any time. 

 

¶ Referees will be clearly identified and will have the decision at any kind of foul.  

 

¶ Last inscription forms will be received up to the same day.

Basic Rules: 
 

1. The match starts as soon as the referee indicates, the white lines from the perimeter indicates the limit from the field 

and any time a player goes out of bounds, a throw in for the other team will occur with the exception that should be 

performed with the foot. 

 

2. Penalty kicks will be decided by the referee in certain occasions, like fouls, free kicks or any kind of infringements. 

 

3. No off-side fault is considered in the tournament. 

 

4. Corner kicks should be performed in the place marked by the field. 

 

5. Goals that are scored further away than the kick off line are not valid. 

 

6. Sports clothing such as football boots will be tolerated depending on the materials, no kind of metal caps in the sole 

from the shoes are allowed. Goalkeeper gloves are allowed. 

 

7. The winner team will receive a special gift from the EMBC 2010 organizers.
